Internet Rules
1. Please sign in and out on the timesheet at the checkout counter. Please be prepared to show your library card or some type of identification. Please put the number of the computer you are using.

2. No time limit unless someone else is waiting. Then there is a limit of 30 minutes. You will be given 10 minutes to finish after you have been notified that someone is waiting. You may reserve a time.

3. Cost of printing from the computer is $.20 per sheet. Anything printed out must be paid for at the checkout counter where printer is located.

4. Parents of children who are 11-17 years of age may sign a permission form stating that their child may use the Internet without the parent’s presence. Otherwise the parent must stay with their child. Children 10 and under must have a parent or guardian with them at the computer. Parents or guardians, not library staff, are responsible for all information accessed on the Internet by their children.

5. The Library will not be responsible for information accessed on the Internet. Users should be aware that not all Internet information is accurate or correct. The Internet is provided for education and information.

6. Use of the Internet is a privilege and not a right, and inappropriate use will result in the loss of this privilege.
